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Weekly Learning Letter






Friday 12th June 2026
This week in Reception:
This week at Kilmorie it has been International Week! We have been incredibly proud to see and hear the children sharing their cultures together with such respect and knowledge. Across the school we have been visiting and exploring many different countries ... In Reception we have been on an Australian adventure! In our carpet times we have learnt facts about what life is like ‘down under’ touching on different traditions such as having BBQs on the beach at Christmas and how the seasons and weather compare to ours here in the UK. We have investigated Australian landmarks such as The Sydney Opera House and The Great Barrier Reef and categorised these into ‘Man Made’ or ‘Physical’. We have learnt about Indigenous Australians, the first people of Australia and learnt the traditions of boomerang throwing and Aboriginal art. The children then made posters to celebrate their knowledge.       
Thank you also for coming to our Stay & Play - We hope you have found these to be useful and enjoyable. 
Warm Weather
Just a gentle reminder to make sure that every child brings a water bottle into school each day if possible. In regard to sun cream, it would great if you could try and apply it for your children before they get to school and chat to them about as and when they need to re-apply (some of the children have been putting it on very frequently!)
Rainy Weather
Please could your child still bring a raincoat to school each day as the weather can be very changeable and we endeavour to be out in all weathers!
Phonics
We first reviewed Phase 3 graphemes and some Phase 2 Digraphs. Then continued with Phase 4 to practise reading CVCC and CCVC words with long vowel sounds such as; burnt, speech, float, storm, gloom.
The children have been reviewing and practising the tricky words: we, he, she, be, me, of, says, there, when, what, one. Look out for them when reading together at home!
At home you can support your child by reading with them frequently, any type of story time is beneficial whether it is an audio story, you reading to your child or your child reading to you.



Maths
In number time this week we have been applying our subitising skills to comparing numbers and working out ‘1 more’ and ‘1 less’. The children have manipulated concrete materials and pulled apart word problems to consider whether the size, shape and variety within a group alters how many there are. They have explored the concept of ‘equal’ learning that this is when there is the ‘same amount’ in each group. Again, using concrete materials they have explored ways to make initially unequal groups equal by calling on their sharing skills. We then went on to look at ‘Neighbour Numbers’ consolidating our knowledge of what number will come before and after a number. We then considered this within the vocabulary of ‘one more’ and ‘one less’. The children helped Jack from Jack and the Beanstalk to jump one more and one less up the beanstalk and add one more and one less into his bag of magic beans.
